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Friends,
Rabbi Mordecai Kaplan, the great Jewish scholar and

philosopher of the 20th century whose ideas are the basis
of Reconstructionist Judaism, talked a great deal about
the need for synagogues to evolve to their surroundings;
to function more like community centers than old stingy
buildings where people gathered twice each week for
the silent swaying of prayers.  In his book Judaism as a
Civilization (page 17), he writes that synagogues would
“be a neighborhood center that would offer a panoply of
recreational, social, cultural, as well as religious activi-
ties”.  How much more true is this for Temple Beth Sholom
– the only synagogue in Salem?

Because of our unique status as “the only game in
town” we have a special obligation to reach in to our
community and find out what they would like to do, and
to create structures within our shul for them to participate.

As the High Holy Days approach us next month, TBS will
be asking for you to tell us more about the kinds of
activities that you would like to see.  They may range
from a walking collective to a lunch bunch to a poker
group.  Although some groups like this already exist, we
are hoping to expand our social outlets within the syna-
gogue as we reach in to our community and experience
the wonder and gratitude that comes from deep friend-
ships and fun gatherings.

In my own attempt to experiment with Kaplan’s teach-
ing, I am going to push myself this month to get out there
and do a few different things.  And since I hate to go it
alone, I am hoping that I might invite you to participate
with me.  They vary in nature and not all of these oppor-
tunities will speak to everyone.  But I hope that you will
consider joining me for a little social, religious or cultural
enjoyment this month.  Here is a taste:

“The Times, They Are a-Changin’
     The way Jewish congregations meet the educational
needs of their members has changed radically in the last
100 y ears.  The TBS board realized that it might be a
good time to look at the way we think about education
at TBS.  The board has created a committee to de-
velop a vision of the education program at TBS for the
next five years. In about a years time the committee will
present the board with its suggestions for a vision for the
‘new and improved’ education program.
    Faced with this challenge, the committee has quickly
realized that a vibrant, alive, and satisfying Jewish educa-
tion program is not limited to what kinds of classes are
offered during Sunday School or Adult Education classes.
It might mean a shift in the way we view, experience,
and teach about being Jewish.  As the committee be-
gan to see this they realized they needed to gather
information.
     To develop the best vision for the future, the commit-
tee will gather information from as many different sources
as possible.  They will look at the current state of Jewish
education in the United States and see how some con-
gregations have made changes to meet the needs of
their members.  They will also look at what current re-
search says is most effective. They may visit other syna-
gogues as well and ask other Jewish education leaders
to visit and share their insights in this changing process.

Our alarm system has recently been upgraded. Five

new door sensors and four motion detectors have been
added, making a total of sixteen installed in our system.

(Tip: don’t start punching
buttons wildly, you’ll just make the situation worse!) Call
Mike Kelber or Gary Day BEFORE entering the building,
if you don’t know what to do, we’ll try to help you.  The
entering and leaving procedure are the same as always,
no changes!

Our closed circuit video surveillance system has been
programmed and cameras record 24/7 . It will greatly
enhance the protection of staff, congregants, and our
facility. W e really need some new volunteers...think about
joining our low profile group.

As an immigrant to the United
States, he was involved in the 1999 creation of the first
farmworker housing tax credit program in Oregon.

In addition, he serves on the Board of Directors of the
SHARE Foundation, an international organization that promotes
social and economic development programs in Latin America.
He has 25 years’ experience in community organizing, leader-
ship development, social service program design, and afford-
able housing advocacy in the Unites States and Latin America.

Rabbi James,
I recently lost a close relative after a long illness,
and someone mentioned to me that “they are in
a better place.”  W hat does Jewish tradition be-
lieve about the afterlife?

Dear Eternally Yours,
The question of what happens to us after we die

has been something that humanity has struggled with
since we first looked up at the stars with wonder and
searched for meaning in our existence.  Jews are no
exception, and because there are many different kinds
of Jews, there have always been different perspectives
on what happens when we die.

In the Biblical and Rabbinic periods (from the time of
the Bible through the year 600CE) there was an as-
sumption of a physical resurrection and Messianic Age
which would be heralded by a one true Messiah.  That
person would be of the line of King David, reconstitute
the Land of Israel, end all war, gather in all the exiles and
would signal the resurrection of the dead to a new life.
The Talmud (Berahot, 18b) gi ves us a sense of that
when it tells several stories of people visiting cemeteries
and overhearing dead people speaking information that
was later proven to be true.

During the 12 th century, Maimonides writes of a more
natural understanding of a messianic age.  His approach,
heavily influenced by Aristotelian philosophy, speaks of a
time when physical and spiritual worlds are merged and
the body is no longer needed to survive.  Some later
philosophers reject the notion of a physical afterlife alto-

gether, preferring instead to speak of the soul returning
from where it came to mix with the other souls of the
world.  M uch like a drop of water returning to the ocean
where it becomes indistinguishable from the others.

No Jewish tradition ever accepts the notion of Hell.
The soul is seen as inherently good and when a person
dies, whatever is holy about them returns to God.

In the end, I can’t possibly answer this question, and
Judaism acknowledges that this answer is unknowable.
But, I do believe that we can discern God’s goodness in
this world.  If we believe in a Creation and a God w ho
makes so much goodness manifest in the world, it seems
unthinkable that God would not create a Garden of
Eden for us to return to when our time on this world is
complete.  W hat we think that may look like is irrelevant
so long as we maintain our belief in the result.  In the
end, that belief in a Garden of Eden is what sustains
each of us through dark periods and difficult moments.  It
is part of the Shepherd which walks us through the valley
of darkness.
