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Temple Beth Sholom is dedicated to being a vibrant, diverse, and inclusive center for
Jewish life in Salem, Oregon, and its surrounding areas, by creating and cultivating
opportunities for Jewish learning, culture, and celebration.

As an affiliate of the Jewish Reconstructionist Federation, Temple Beth Sholom facilitates the search for
meaning in Jewish heritage through the discovery and observance of Jewish values and practices within
a contemporary setting.

This month we celebrate Tu Beshevat, the New Year of Trees.  Although the grass in Salem has remained green, I was
shocked at how much I have missed the leaves on the trees this winter.  Although life is still sprouting up from the ground,
this remains for the trees, a time of waiting for energy and sustenance to return.  And as often happens in our year cycle,
we mimic the world around us.  However, as the economic crisis continues to worsen and as our members continue to
feel the effects of a deepening recession, we should begin to ask what our tradition has to say about money, waiting, and
supporting those in need.

The possession of money and the satisfaction of economic wants are a human need, and Judaism regards all that we
are, including our desire for all physical needs—food, sex, clothing, and housing—as God’s gift.  The tradition also
recognizes that we need limits, and it sets boundaries for not becoming enslaved by our appetites, and gives us a path
to sanctify our desires.

Our ancestors had no shame about desiring wealth or about having it. In fact,
you may recall that Abraham and Sarah were wealthy in their native land.  W hen
God tells them to leave for an unknown land, God isn’t suggesting that they take a
vow of poverty.  “Do what I tell you,” God says, “and I’ll give you even more than
you had before.”  They will be rewarded with what we understand best – stuff:
children, land, cattle, and food.  Yet other exemplars in our tradition come from the
other side of the socio-economic fence.  Dozens of Hasidic stories focus on the
Jewish beggar who is really an angel.  W e might also recall the Jews who lived in
ghettos for at least one thousand years and had little during that time.  Certainly
Judaism is not a civilization which is free of poverty.

So, when the current economic crisis began to worsen, a member of our
community called and asked me what the synagogue was doing to help our
members who might be affected.  At that time, I truthfully did not have an answer.
And so I did what our ancestors have done for generations; I studied.  I looked for
stories about the value of fundraising, but found little that would be helpful.  I also
spent time searching for Jewish legal responses related to the cycles of econom-
ics, but was left feeling unsatisfied.  I even looked at books of customs from
groups of Jews who lived in the ghettos of Europe to see how they handled the
“economic pinch,” but the examples of their lives did not seem to fit our own.

Finally, I was reading a book of Hasidic stories translated by Martin Buber,
and I found something that I would like to share with you about how Jewish values
can help us during this time.  The Hasidic masters taught us that each person, no
matter of their status, should help those around him.  Even the person who makes
his living as a beggar is required to give tzedakah to those who ask him.

And so I want to challenge us as a community to best live out the values of our
tradition, and support one another during the dark period before our trees begin to
blossom once again.  Certainly there are those in our community who have been
greatly affected by the downturn of the economy, and more will feel the pinch
before all is said and done.  Let us commit to helping one another through that
process.  I keep a collection of gift cards for Safeway and other grocery stores in
my office for those who ask.  If you feel able, I invite you to bring one in to help
those in need.  If you know of a community resource that members of our commu-
nity might find useful, please call and let us know.  If you would like to make a
donation to help members of our community, you can do that through a donation to
the Rabbi’s Discretionary Fund.  (continued on next page...)

Have you wondered what the Board does?  How do

you get on the Board?  What does a Board Member do?
Have you ever considered being a Board member?  Temple
Beth Sholom will have two Board positions open in June.

What are a Board member’s responsibilities and how
much time does it take?  The Board meets monthly on the
third Thursday. The meeting begins at 6:00 p .m. Dinner
is provided (usually pizza).  The meetings are usually
over by 9:00 p .m. unless there is a particularly long
agenda or an executive session. Besides the trustees,
the temple administrator, Sunday School director, Jew Crew
representative and rabbi attend. The Board itself is com-
prised of the president, immediate past president, vice presi-
dent, secretary, Treasurer, and five Board members.  The
Board members have staggered two year terms and are
voted on by the congregation at our annual meeting in June.

Members are expected to attend monthly meetings,
be the Board’s liaison to at least one standing committee
and attend Friday Shabbat service once every few weeks
when it’s their turn to be the “BMOD” (Board Member on
Duty)… that means turning on/off sanctuary lights and
sound system, yahrzeit lights, putting out the candles,
