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Temple Beth Sholom is dedicated to being a vibrant, diverse, and inclusive center for
Jewish life in Salem, Oregon, and its surrounding areas, by creating and cultivating
opportunities for Jewish learning, culture, and celebration.

As an affiliate of the Jewish Reconstructionist Federation, Temple Beth Sholom facilitates
the search for meaning in Jewish heritage through the discovery and observance of Jewish values and
practices within a contemporary setting.

I hope that this summer has been kind to
each of you and that you are looking forward
to a meaningful and holy holiday season.  For
many Americans, the fall is about the changing
of the leaves and the turning of seasons.  For
some, though, it is a welcome return to foot-
ball season.  I happen to be one of those
Americans whose heart jumps at the word “Touchdown!”
And so I must admit that I was a bit surprised to read and
hear in the news that Michael Vick was recently given a
contract to play football again with the Philadelphia Eagles.

For those who don’t remember, or who don’t follow
sports, Vick was an NFL quarterback – one of the elite
quarterbacks in the league.  At one point, he was actually
the highest paid player in all of professional football.  How-
ever, in 2006 , his career came tumbling down when it
was revealed that he had been running and financing a
dog-fighting ring.  He was arrested, convicted and sen-
tenced to 2 years in Federal prison.  Fast forward to 200 9
– Vick is released from custody in July, and in August, signed
a multi-million dollar, 2-year contract to play football again.
Animal rights activists and many others are troubled by his
ability to again play – and in doing so act as a role model
for so many young people – given his criminal past.  In
discussing this with a congregant recently, I was asked
how I felt about Vick’s impending return to the NFL:

Elul, the Jewish month preceding the High Holidays, is
a time of reflecting, of checking in with ourselves and see-
ing how the year went.  Most importantly, it is a time to
perform heshbon hanefesh, or an accounting of our souls.
The rabbis teach us that true teshuvah (repentance) can
only occur when we turn away from the action so that, in
future instances, we take a different path rather than re-
peat the same old sins.  W e acknowledge that we make
mistakes in life and we also recognize the power to make
positive change in our lives.  If a person is truly repentant
and has performed this act of heshbon hanefesh, then s/
he enters into Yom Kippur with a clean slate, free from all
of the past      transgressions.  Thus, if we perform this act
justly and righteously, Yom Kippur should be a day of joy
as opposed to one of great sorrow and mourning.

Vick’s first months free from federal custody
were spent with seemingly an accounting his soul.
He attended events with the ASPCA, rallied with
others on behalf of animal rights and worked with
children to teach them the lessons of his own life.
At a press conference in Philadelphia announcing
his signing with the Eagles, he shed tears as he

spoke of the cruelty he inflicted upon the dogs he owned
and taught to kill.  He recalled crying each night in prison
as he thought of the harm he had committed in this world.
He also spoke quite plainly about the cost of his transgres-
sion; his profession was taken from him and he declared
bankruptcy with over $20 million in debts.

But the question remains, is the accounting of his soul
complete?  Can Vick enter into his new career, just as we
enter our new Jewish year, with a clean slate?  I don’t
know, and I don’t think anyone besides Vick himself can
ever truly know that question.  W hat I would say, how-
ever, is that with this new contract he has been given an
opportunity to perform the teshuvah he so desperately
needs – both to account for his soul and also to revive his
career.  It would be unfair of us to not allow him the
opportunity to try and make good on that chance and
repair the world that he broke so callously through his
transgression.

As we enter into the month of Elul and prepare for the
High Holy Days, I invite you to take your own accounting
of your soul.  What have you done this year that you
would like to have back?  What brings you to tears as
you think of your own transgressions?  Most importantly,
how can you plan to make this coming year different than
the last?

Jen, Talyah and I wish each of you a shanah tovah, a
good year and a meaningful holiday season.  I look for-
ward to seeing you on September 18 th as we welcome
in the New Year of 5770 together in joy and happiness,
and with clean slates all around.

Rabbi James,

For a long time before moving to Salem my family was a member of a Reform
synagogue.  During the High Holy Days, they would sound the shofar on Shabbat.
I heard that this year, because Rosh Hashanah happens on Saturday, that we will
not sound the shofar until the second day.  Is that true?  If so, why?

Dear Tempted Tooter,
The sounding of the shofar is one of our people’s most

ancient traditions.  The ram’s horn has been used as a call
to battle, to announce the call to prayer, as a means of
celebration, and also as a sign of mourning.  Joshua, the
great leader of our people, even uses the shofar to knock
down the walls of Jericho.  But the question of whether or
not to blow the shofar on Shabbat is one which dates back
to around 200CE.  There are two different opinions:

The first, from the Jerusalem Talmud, teaches that blow-
ing the shofar on Shabbat is in fact a biblical prohibition
(although it is unclear which prohibition it falls under).  The
Babylonian Talmud cites the fact that someone might carry
their shofar to synagogue, which would be a rabbinic pro-
hibition against carrying things on Shabbat.  But this does
not answer the true question of why I don’t blow shofar on
Shabbat.

The truth is that the halahic reasoning is not compelling
to me. Most, if not all of us drive to shul, and carrying
things is not deemed problematic in our community.  How-
ever, there is an important principle of making a distinction
between Shabbat and Rosh Hashanah.  When Rosh
Hashanah falls on Shabbat, we read 8 torah readings like
any other Shabbat as opposed to 6 for a normal Rosh
Hashanah.  There are other liturgical differences which
remind us that this is not like any other year.

Refraining from blasting the shofar is another way in
which we remind ourselves that something is different.  I
hope that you will be willing to wait patiently one more
day, and return on Sunday morning as we have a full
shofar service at that time.  I promise it will be worth the
wait!
